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House Bill Would Require Independent Investment
Advice to 401(k) Plan Participants

On June 24, the House Ed and Labor Committee that that oversees the Employment
Retirement Income Security Act (ERISA) approved legislation that would address
qualified plan investment advice, plan fee disclosures, and pension funding,
including personalized advice on IRA accounts

The 401(k) Fair Disclosure and Pension Security Act of 2009, H.R. 2989, includes
provision that would:

Require 401(k) and other qualified plans to disclose fees taken from
participants’ accounts in one dollar figure and broken down into 4 categories:
administrative fees, investment management fees, transaction fees, and
other fees.

Require plan administrators to offer at least one low-cost index fund in order
to receive protection against liability for participants’ investment losses.

Permit only independent financial advisers to counsel 401(k) participants on
their investment decisions.

Provide adjustments to pension funding rules to ensure plans can weather
the economic crisis without being forced to choose between cutting jobs or
freezing plans.

The legislation must also be considered by the Ways and Means Committee, where
Subcommittee Chairman Rep. Richard Neal has a competing bill, H.R. 2779, the
Defined Contribution Plan Fee Transparency Act of 2009. Last year, a bill containing
a similar fee disclosure provision passed the Education and Labor Committee but
was never considered by the full House.

FPA- PAC: Your Voice in Washington D.C.

Representing financial planners and the issues
affecting your practice in Washington, D.C. is a
primary objective of the Financial Planning
Association (FPA®). To enhance our efforts,
FPA-PAC* was created as the federally
registered political action committee of FPA.
FPA-PAC is the only political action committee
on Capitol Hill representing the interests of the
financial planning profession. Its mission is to
support candidates for the United States Senate
and House of Representatives, primarily
incumbents and regardless of political party,
who have demonstrated previous support of
issues FPA believes critical to advance the
profession, or who could be supportive in the
future.

Regulatory Issues

Frank Says 'No' to Adviser SRO. House
Financial Services Committee Chairman Barney
Frank, D-Mass., a key player in financial
regulatory reform on Capitol Hill, said he would
not support a self-regulatory organization for
investment advisers if they were opposed,
according to a report in a compliance newsletter.
Frank weighed in on the SRO issue in response
to a question following a speech on regulatory
reform at the National Press Club. Lack of
support by Frank for an SRO would be a
setback to the Financial Industry Regulatory
Authority (FINRA), which has volunteered to
regulate advisers as well as broker-dealers.
However, an adviser SRO would have to be
approved by Congress. "The comments by
Chairman Frank questioning an SRO are very
encouraging,” said FPA President Richard
Salmen, CFPe, CFA, EA. "FPA is opposed to
FINRA oversight of financial planners and
investment advisers due to its regulatory
approach that focuses on suitability of product
sales and not placing the client's interest first. It
appears that our message and concerns are
getting through to Congress.

Federal Issues

FPA  Opposes  Surprise Examination
Requirement under SEC Custody Rule. In
comments filed last week with the Securities and
Exchange Commission, the Financial Planning
Association® urged the agency to exempt certain
advisers from a controversial proposal that
would require an annual surprise inspection by
an independent accountant.

The SEC proposal would apply to federally
registered advisers that automatically deduct
fees in addition to those holding physical
custody of client assets. FPA estimates the
annual cost to be two-to-three times the
$8,100 projected cost by the SEC, and said
it would do little to curb Ponzi activity. About
one hundred FPA members also submitted

comments on behalf of their firms or
themselves.

SEC Considers “Pay to Play’
Restrictions for Advisers. The SEC has

proposed a rule designed to restrict advisers
from getting business from politicians to
whom they have made political contributions
— so called “pay to play.” Modeled on
restrictions placed on participants in the
municipal securities markets fifteen years
ago, the SEC rule would prohibit advisers
from providing advisory services to
government clients for two years after the
adviser (or certain executives or employees)
make a contribution to certain elected
officials or candidates. An adviser would
also be prohibited from directly or indirectly
paying any third party to solicit advisory
business from any government entity on its
behalf. The new rule would also prevent an
adviser from soliciting from others, or
coordinating, contributions to certain elected
officials or candidates or payments to
political parties if the adviser is providing or
seeking government business. Advisers
would be required to maintain records of the
political contributions made by the adviser or
certain of its executives or employees.
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Treasury Sec Timothy Geithner and White House Economic Advisor Lawrence Summers refused
to rule out a tax increase on middle-class families as a way to pare the ballooning federal deficit
when questioned on separate TV talk shows August 3. The next day, the White House
aggressively reaffirmed the President s campaign promise to not increase taxes on any family
making less than $250,000. Nonetheless, critics interpreted Summers and Geithner s comments
as a first attempt by the President to try and wriggle out of his pledge.
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A centerpiece of the regulatory reforms being pushed by President Obama and Congressional
Democrats is the creation of a new agency that would oversee financial products, primarily
focusing on banking products such as mortgages, credit cards and deposits. House Financial
Services Committee Chairman, Barney Frank, has introduced a bill to establish the Consumer
Financial Protection Agency. The bill includes broad exclusions for SEC-registered investment
advisers and broker-dealers acting within the scope of SEC authority. It also carves out most
insurance products, with the exception of mortgage, title and credit insurance. Frank’s goal is to
have committee approval of the measure by the end of July so the full House can vote on it in
September.
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In testimony before a subcommittee of the Senate Appropriations Committee, SEC Chairman Mary Schapiro
disclosed that she has directed staff to prepare a recommendation on whether to make changes to Rule
12b-1, which allows mutual funds to use fund assets to pay expenses including promotions, distributions,
and broker commissions. Noting $13 billion in 12b-1 fees were generated in 2008, Schapiro said that it was
time for a “comprehensive re-examination” of the rule and fees. “If issues relating to these fees undermine
investor interests, then we at the SEC have an obligation to step in and adjust our regulations,” Schapiro
added. In a 2007 survey, FPA members indicated that 12b-1 fees are an appropriate form of compensation
that should be preserved, but recognized that improved disclosure requirements could be

beneficial.
