FPA of Central California
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FPA Continues Push for Recognition of
Financial Planning Profession, Gauges
Public Support

As the Senate’s banking committee considers what will be
contained in its version of financial regulatory reform, FPA
and its Financial Planning Coalition partners are making the
case that oversight of financial planners is a critical issue that
must be addressed. The coalition has been meeting with key
policymakers to push a proposal requiring that individuals
who hold themselves out as financial planners meet baseline
competency requirements and act in the best interests of their
clients. A recent Financial Planning Coalition update to
members corrected reports that implied the coalition had
given up on efforts to have financial planner oversight
included in the legislation. The same update reported on a
study commissioned by the coalition which showed solid
public support for the proposal.

Senate Panel “Close” to Deal on Financial
Services Reforms

While a final compromise seems to be elusive, key
members of the Senate’s banking committee continue to
report progress on finding a bi-partisan compromise on
financial services regulatory reform. Key issues that remain
as stumbling blocks include the creation of a new consumer
protection agency, where the agency would be housed, and
what powers it would have. Oversight of the derivatives
markets is also unresolved. Banking committee chair, Sen.
Christopher Dodd (D-Conn.), has said that a hoped-for
compromise has yet to be reached, but he is continuing to
work with Sen. Bob Corker (R-Tenn.) to finalize a bill. Asked
if it would be days or weeks before a deal is reached, Dodd
replied, “days.”




FPA- PAC: Your Voice in Washington D.C.

Representing financial planners and the
issues  affecting your practice in
Washington, D.C. is a primary objective of
the Financial Planning Association (FPA®).
To enhance our efforts, FPA-PAC* was
created as the federally registered political
action committee of FPA. FPA-PAC is the
only political action committee on Capitol
Hill representing the interests of the
financial planning profession. Its mission is
to support candidates for the United States
Senate and House of Representatives,
primarily incumbents and regardless of
political party, who have demonstrated
previous support of issues FPA believes
critical to advance the profession, or who
could be supportive in the future.

Reqgulatory Issues

Fiduciary Standard for Brokers in
Doubt

One key consumer protection that FPA has
supported is a fiduciary standard for brokers
providing advice to retail clients. The reform
bil that passed the House of
Representatives last year called for the
SEC to adopt standards for brokers giving
advice that is at least as strong as the
standards that govern investment advisers.
But as the Senate’'s banking committee
continues to hammer out a deal on their
version of reform, there is growing
momentum behind a proposal that would
simply have the SEC study the issue. FPA
and the Financial Planning Coalition asked
members who are represented by banking
committee Senators to write in support of a
customer-first standard for brokers who give
advice. Members responded by sending
hundreds of e-mails and letters to the
committee.

DOL Proposes New Rules on
Investment Advice

In February the U.S. Department of
Labor (DOL) issued a proposed rule that
would prohibit a fiduciary adviser (or
affiliates) giving advice to a qualified
plan from receiving extra compensation
because the plan sponsors bought a
product recommended by the adviser.
The proposed regulations may make it
more difficult for advisers affiliated with
broker-dealers and insurance
companies to provide advice to plan
participants.

The regulatory process for investment
advice has been quite tortured. In 2006,
Congress provided the  statutory
exemption for investment advice by a
fiduciary in the Pension Protection Act of
2006 (P.L. 109-280). The DOL under
the  Bush  Administration issued
proposed rules in January 2009, but
they were delayed by the Obama
Administration and officially withdrawn in
November 2009.

How Stupid is That? Taxpayers
Have $1.3 Billion in Unclaimed Tax
Refunds

The IRS announced yesterday (IR-
2010-24) that 1.4 million people have
more than $1.3 billion in unclaimed tax
refunds for the 2006 tax year sitting in
the IRS's coffers. The median unclaimed
refund is $604. The deadline for
requesting a refund is April 15, 2010.

Will Independent Contractors Face Reclassification?

The Administration’s budget proposes to enable the IRS to issue guidance on the proper
classification of employees and independent contractors. Similar proposals have been introduced
in Congress which would alter a safe harbor utilized by many independent broker-dealers.
Congress is not expected to take up this issue anytime soon, as it plans to first pass a jobs bill,
healthcare reform, and - hopefully - estate tax legislation. FPA staff have been in contact with
Congressional offices to discuss the proposal’s impact on independent broker-dealers.

President Releases Budget, 2010 Deficit 10% of GDP

President Obama sent his $3.83 trillion budget to Congress and it was an eye opener. The deficit
for 2010 is project to hit $1.5 trillion or 10.6% of the nations’ annual gross domestic product. The
Administration’s goal is to reduce the deficit to 3% of GDP by 2015.

The budget proposed a number of new changes to tax law, including:

Requiring rental property owners to file a 1099 for payments over $600 for rental expenses
Eliminating capital gains taxes on investments in qualified small business stock

Taxing 100% of securities dealers’ income from day-to-day dealing activities at ordinary rates
Modifying independent contractor status (see article below

Congress Increases Debt limit, Includes PAYGO

On Feb 4, the House voted to raise the debt limit - the amount the U.S. government may borrow -
by a whopping 15% to $14.3 trillion. The legislation would also give pay-as-you-go budget rules
already in effect, the force of law. The Senate had already approved the legislation so the bill now
heads to the President for his signature. Both House and Senate Republicans expressed concern
that PAYGO would be used as an excuse to raise taxes, given the political pitfalls of spending
cuts.
